Daily Activities
General Assembly

The most exciting way to begin the day! The entire camp comes together first thing every
morning to participate in camp-wide games. Music, skits, prizes, contests, and/or surprises
await us every morning during this time.

Game Time

Our experienced Game Specialists will lead our campers in original and innovative games,
contests, and teamwork activities.

Club Time

Campers decide what they do! Choices throughout the summer include sports, board
games, lego club, beading, drawing, and much more. Don’t worry... there’s something for
everyone!

Creative Arts

Unique production art will push our campers to express themselves though drawings, arts
and crafts, projects, and team effort collaborations. 90% of all projects done during camp
are based on the weekly theme.

Field Trips

Junior and Senior Camp, Camp Extreme, Teen Camp, and the CiT Program will attend a
field trip every Wednesday. Camp Extreme and Teen Camp will also attend a field trip every
other Thursday. Notice of the field trip’s location will be given every Monday. Field trips are
included in the price of camp.

BIG Event

The entire camp participates in an event based on the week’s theme... The PERFECT way
to end the camp’s week!

* These are the main activities that are done throughout the week.
Every group participates in these activities @ different times throughout the day.



Swim Lessons

Swim Lessons are a big part of the YMCA Summer Day Camp Program. Each of the four
groups (Junior and Senior Boys and Junior and Senior Girls) have a 45 minute class, 4 days
a week. Each week we work on swimming skills, personal safety, and rescue skills using a
student-centered approach. We use certified instructors and guards and appropriate
student/teacher ratios to ensure quality lessons, a safe environment (pool rules are
enforced!), and fun classes while incorporating the YMCA values of caring, honesty,
respect, and responsibility. Please note: Camp Extreme and Teen Camp will have free swim
on scheduled days.

Lunch

Each camper has a choice to either bring in a lunch or purchase lunch daily. If lunch is
purchased, the price is $4.00 per day. If your child needs a special drink, please send it with
them. Please do not send anything that will spoil. Lunches are not refrigerated nor can they
be microwaved. During lunch, campers will be allowed to purchase snacks from our camp’s
snack bar; items at the snack bar range .25 — 1.50. The lunch menu is listed below (please
note, it cannot be altered):

Personal Information

Personal Belongings

Please do not allow your camper to bring personal items not required by our Summer
Camp. A list of such items can be found below. Please label all personal items (i.e. lunch,
swimsuit, towel, swim bag, etc.) clearly with your child’s name. Each child in your family that
is attending Camp should have their own bag with their belongings (every group travels to
different locations at different times). The YMCA of Gloucester County, nor our staff, is
responsible for any lost or stolen items.

Lost and Found is located in the gym by the Pre-K door. Please check back at various
points during the week for lost items.




Camp Gear

clothes (i.e. inexpensive and comfortable).

- Closed-toe shoes are to be worn during the Camp day (preferably sneakers). It is
dangerous for campers to attempt to play the various action packed games and
activities that we have in store with flip flops, sandles or crocs on. They may fall and
injure themselves.

- Swimsuits can be worn under the clothes. We recommend placing a spare pair of
undergarments in your camper’s bag as they will remove the swimsuit when swim
lessons are done.

- Counselors are not permitted to place sun block on campers; however, counselors
will remind campers to place sun block on themselves. Parents should supply their
own sun block marked with their name.

*ltems not permitted in camp will be taken and an authorized pick up must retrieve it from
the Unit Director at the end of the day. The YMCA is not responsible for lost, stolen, or
damaged items while with the camper or camp staff.



Arrival & Departure

Arrival

Campers should arrive at camp by 9:00 am and can be picked up at 4:00 pm. Camp
groups assemble with their counselors on the outside basketball court opposite the
building’s main entrance (except on rainy days - campers will then meet in the gym).
Please do not drop campers off and drive off. Campers must be signed in with
their counselor every morning.

Departure

The pick-up location is the same as the drop off (in the event of inclement weather,
pick up will be in the gym). Please pick-up your child on time. Please call if you are
running late.

Campers must be signed in and out of Camp daily. Please note: only those with
Authorized Pick Up Cards will be permitted to take campers home. If your child
needs to be picked up by someone who is not on the authorization list you must fax
us (845-2617) written permission by 12:00 PM that day. We will only take
permission given in written form. People that have been authorized to pick up your
child are held responsible to inform you of any messages concerning your child in
the program.

If you are late (4:05pm — YMCA time) picking up your child two or more times, a
charge of $5.00 for every 15 minutes late will be charged and MUST be paid to the
staff person on duty at the time of pick up. If you are late picking up your child three
times or more, your child may be suspended from camp. Failure to sign Late Pick
Up forms may also result in a suspension.

Early Pick-ups

To keep continuity with the camp program, we ask parents NOT to pick up campers until
3:55pm. We do realize there are occasions (doctors / dentist appointment, sports practice,
etc.) that parents need to pick up early. Parents must supply the counselor with a note
THAT MORNING to prepare the camp staff. A staff person WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE
between 3:30 pm-4:00pm to retrieve campers from their groups. This is our closing time of

the camp day and all staff is preparing the campers for extended day or parent sign-out.

Please be cooperative with this procedure.




Extended Care
Extended Day

e Campers may arrive at 7:00 am and be picked up by 6:00 pm. Services must be
paid for upon enroliment. The Extended Day Program is held under the tents at the
tennis court. In the event of inclement weather, Extended Day will be held in the
gym. Please either provide an afternoon snack or money for your child to attend the
camp snack bar during PM Extended Day hours. There will be an opportunity within
the first 30 minutes of PM Extended Care to attend the camp snack bar.

e Campers that are picked up late (6:05pm YMCA time) will be charged $5.00 for each
15 minutes late. If you are late picking up your child three times or more, your child
may be suspended from camp. Failure to sign Late Pick Up forms may also result in
a suspension.

o Campers must be signed in and out of the Extended Day Program daily. Please
note: only those with Authorized Pick Up Cards will be permitted to take campers
home. If your child needs to be picked up by someone who is not on the
authorization list you must fax us (845-2617) written permission by 12:00 PM that
day. We will only take permission given in written form. People that have been
authorized to pick up your child are held responsible to inform you of any messages
concerning your child in the program.

Transportation

We will offer Transportation to and from Township Line Rd. Park. The YMCA will
have a camp bus to pick up campers from Logan Park every morning from 7am —
7:30am. If you are registered for Transportation, your child must be at this location
between this time frame. Once the bus leaves Logan Park, the children will be
transported to the YMCA for camp. Please note that if your child misses the bus,
they must be brought to the YMCA for camp. Once the camp day has ended, any
campers registered for transportation will attend Extended Day until 5pm and then
will be transported back to Logan Park for pick up. All campers must be picked up
from the park between 5:30pm — 6pm. We will be located at the Pavilion.

e Campers that are picked up late (6:05pm YMCA time) will be charged $5.00 for each
15 minutes late. If you are late picking up your child three times or more, your child
may be suspended from camp. Failure to sign Late Pick Up forms may also result in
a suspension.

o Campers must be signed in and out of the Transportation Program daily. Please
note: only those with Authorized Pick Up Cards will be permitted to take campers
home. If your child needs to be picked up by someone who is not on the
authorization list you must fax us (845-2617) written permission by 12:00 PM that




day. We will only take permission given in written form. People that have been
authorized to pick up your child are held responsible to inform you of any messages
concerning your child in the program.

Payment Information

e The balance of camp fees is due two weeks prior to each cycle. Failure to do so will
result in a $30.00 late fee charge that must be paid by Tuesday. If the late fee and
balance have not been paid by Tuesday, your reservation may be given to the next
person on the waiting list. Your deposit is non-refundable/non-transferable.

o To make it easy for you, we have installed an easy payment plan with the use of your
credit card/bank card (with credit card logo). This system has been set up to ensure
that you do not accrue late fees for the Summer Day Camp Program. Our Registrar will
charge your card on your payment’s due dates. Please fill out the form provided in this
parent pack and bring it in to the YMCA when you are ready to utilize this service (this
paperwork cannot be mailed in). If the card is declined, the parent MUST come in to
pay by the close of business that day. If payment is not made by the close of business,
you are responsible for the late fee and may lose your spot and deposit if not taken
care of by the next day. We do not charge the same card again (within the same day). If
your card is declined 3 times during the summer, you must choose a different method
of paying your camp balances.
e This summer, you will have the option of paying your weekly balance online. Please
visit www.ymcagloco.org, click on the Camps’ page and follow the link to get registered
to use this online service. If you have used the YMCA’s online payment before, your

account is already set up. If you have never been on our online pay center, please allot
2 business days to get this set up. You will be responsible for all late fees if you attempt
to set up your account the day before or day of a due date and your online account isn’t
active yet. Please see the enclosed form for instructions on how to get this set up.

e By using a check for payment, you agree to the following terms: In the event your check
is dishonored or returned for any reason, you authorize us to electronically (or by paper
draft) re-present the check to your bank account for collection of the amount of the
check, plus any applicable fees as permitted by state law. If you are paying an
outstanding balance for a camp cycle within a week of its start date, you are not
permitted to pay via check.

e Summer Day Camp 2010 does not provide an itemized statement for tax purposes. We
suggest that you keep a copy of your receipts as an accurate account of your child care
expenses. We have provided you with our taxpayer identification number (21-0649032)
for the Child Care Expenses form. If receipts are misplaced and a child care printout is
needed, there will be a $25 charge to perform this action. Please allow two business
days to process this information.

Behavior

The Day Camp staff at the YMCA of Gloucester County works proactively with the
campers to instill the YMCA principles of Caring, Honesty, Respect, and Responsibility
and we expect all campers to treat each other and our staff with these principles in
mind. However, if a camper makes a poor decision, we will respond appropriately with
those same principles in mind. Most issues will be resolved with the camp staff,
however if there is an incident that we feel necessary to speak with the parents about
we will.

Children are entitled to a pleasant and harmonious environment during all aspects of
Summer Camp. The YMCA of Gloucester County’s Summer Day Camp cannot serve
children who display chronically disruptive behavior. Chronically disruptive behavior is
defined as verbal or physical activity which may include, but is not limited to, such behavior
that: requires constant attention from the staff, inflicts physical or emotional harm on other
children, abuses the staff, ignores or disobeys the rules which guide behavior during all
camp hours. A child may be suspended / discharged immediately for chronically disruptive
behavior. The length of the suspension / discharge will be determined by Camp staff. If a
child cannot adjust to the Camp setting and behave appropriately, then the child may be
discharged.



Reasonable efforts will be made to assist children to adjust to our Camp setting. Disruptive
behavior will be dealt with in the following manner:

1. The misbehaving child will be given an age appropriate time-out, in order for
him/her to cool off and think about his/her actions.

2. If a second incident occurs in a single day, another age appropriate time-out is
given to the child and a behavior-related warning letter will be written. Parent will
read, sign and return the letter which then will be filed in the child’s records.

3. Ifachild receives 3 written behavior-related warning letters (an accumulation),
they will be suspended from Camp for a length of time to be determined by the
Assistant Camp Director, Camp Director, and/or Camp Administrator. There are
no refunds on unattended days due to suspension.

4. |f the child is reinstated in Camp and receives a 4t behavior-related warning
letter, the Camp Staff may suspend the child immediately. If necessary, the
parent will be notified to come and pick up their child immediately. A meeting will
then be set up between the Parents, Unit Director, and Assistant Camp Director
to discuss the behavior as well as potential re-admittance into the program. The
Unit Director may make such recommendations to the Assistant Camp Director,
Camp Director and/or Camp Administrator as are appropriate, including
discharge without the right of reinstatement. Parents will continue to be
responsible for camp payments during the period of suspension or until the child
is withdrawn or discharged from Camp.

5. If the severity of a problem is great enough that it could endanger the safety of
your child or children in Camp, discharge will be effective immediately after the
Camp staff notifies the parent.

6. A child will be suspended automatically for fighting, stealing, placing any type of
physical act upon another child, and/or damaging facility property. For the second
offense the child will be dismissed, automatically.

7. A child may be discharged from the Program because of the parent/guardian’s
inappropriate behavior or conduct.

We want every camper’s experience to be as wonderful and as much fun as possible and
we will do our best to ensure that.

Health & Safety

If your child has a known medical condition (asthma, diabetes, seizure disorder, ADD,
HADP, food allergies etc.) please be sure the Camp Medical Attendant knows what to do if



a problem should occur during Camp hours. Please make sure that any medication is
available and that the appropriate forms for its use have been completed.

If a child exhibits any of the following symptoms, he/she should not attend Camp. If such
symptoms occur during Camp hours, the child will be removed from the group and you will
be called to pick them up within the hour.

-Severe pain or discomfort -Acute diarrhea

-Episodes of acute vomiting -Elevated oral temperature of 101.5 degrees Fahrenheit
-Sore throat or severe coughing -Yellow eyes or jaundice skin

-Red eyes with discharge -Infected, untreated skin patches

-Difficult or rapid breathing -Skin lesions that are weeping or bleeding

-Swollen joints -Skin rashes lasting longer than 24 hours

-Visibly enlarged lymph nodes -Stiff neck

-Blood in urine

Once the child is symptom-free, or has a doctor’s note stating that he/she no longer poses a
serious health risk to himself/herself or others, they may return to Camp.
A child who contracts any of the following diseases may not return to camp without a

physicians note stating that the child presents no risk to himself/herself or others:

Chicken Pox Giardia Lamblia Impetigo

German Measles Hepatitis A Lice

Hemophilus Influenzae Salmonella Scabies

Measles Shigella

Meningococcus

Mumps

Strep throat

Whooping Cough

In case of accident or illness, parents of the child will be called immediately. In serious cases, the child
will be taken to Underwood Memorial Hospital by emergency vehicle for treatment and the parents will be
called immediately.



Distribution of Medication

Whenever your child is to be given prescription medication, you must provide the Camp Medical Attendant
a completed Medication Authorization Form. The medication must be provided in the original container
accompanied by the doctor’s direction with the child’s name on it. The child will not be given any
medication without any of the above information. The Medical Authorization Form is located in this Packet.

PARENTS AND GUARDIANS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR SUPERVISING THEIR CHILDREN.
LIFEGUARDS ARE ON DUTY TO ENFORCE RULES AND RESPOND IN CASE OF AN EMERGENCY.

NO ONE MAY SWIM UNLESS THERE IS A LIFEGUARD ON DUTY.

4 Any person showing evidence of skin disease, sore or inflamed eyes, cold, nasal or ear discharge, or any communicable
disease shall be refused admission. Persons with excessive sunburn, open blisters, cuts, or bandages, shall also be refused
admission.

4 Do not enter the water if you are experiencing or recovering from diarrhea or have had any signs or symptoms of a
gastrointestinal (stomach) disease in the past seven (7) days.

¢ Persons suspected of being under the influence of drugs or alcohol shall be refused admission.
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4 Children are encouraged to use the restroom before entering the water.

® All persons must take a soap shower AT THE YMCA prior to entering the water (NJ State Law)

® A bathing suit must be worn. No cutoffs, jeans, cotton t-shirts, or belts. No disposable or paper diapers for babies.

® Shoulder length hair and longer must be tied back or wear a bathing cap.

® Children 8 yrs and younger, and/or wearing a flotation devicve (coAast guard apAprovEed) must kje accomQanied by an adult (18 and A
older) in the water.

® Children ages 9-13yrs are to have a responsible adult in the pool area with them while swimming.

® Non-swimmers are not permitted in the deep end.

® No glass containers in the pool, hallways, or locker rooms.

® No food or drink in the pool, hallways, or locker rooms. No gum chewing in the pool.

® No Street shoes on the pool deck or in the back hallway.

® Running is not permitted on the pool deck, hallways, or locker rooms.

® No hanging on lifeline or lane lines.

® No ball playing in the pool.

® Deep end swimming is limited to those who have passed the Deep End Swim Test which is administered by the lifeguard on

duty. Once the member passes the deep end test, they will be given a green band that must be worn at all times while utilizing
the deep end of the pool. Their name will also be documented in our log book. 2 bands are given (1 at a time) after that they
can be purchased at the front desk for $1.00.
® No diving in shallow end or from the side walls (9 ft of water or less). Diving is only permitted at the end wall by the windows.
No flips or back dives. Starting blocks are for Swim Team practice only.
e Lap swimmers are to swim continuously within the lap lanes only. Lap lanes g reserved for swimmers age 15 years and older

unless Youth Lap Swim is scheduletg fins are discouraged during busy times. Sharing lanes and circle swimming may be
necessary. Lap Lane Disclaimer: Lap Lanes will be moved 5 minutes before all dadses s

® No extended underwater breath holding or hyperventilating before underwater swimming.

® Expectoration, roughness, rowdiness, or other conduct affecting the safety and comfort of others is not permitted.

® No pets, except for service animals, shall be allowed in the pool area, locker rooms, or other parts of the building.

Refund/Credit/Switching Policy

Refunds

A refund will only be considered if a refund request form is filled out and turned in two
weeks prior to the start date of the cycle requested. If you are requesting a refund for a
cycle, all but the $55.00 Basic Youth Membership / $55.00 Registration Fee and
deposits will be returned within 2-4 weeks (if approved).

Credits

A credit will only be considered if a credit request is given two weeks prior to the start
date of the cycle requested. If approved for a credit, all but the $55 Basic Youth
Membership / Registration Fee and deposits will be credited.

A Switching Form needs to be filled out and there is a $20.00 charge for this process.
This service is only available if the appropriate form is filled out and turned in two
weeks prior to the start date of the cycle requested.

Cancellation for Extended Day

There is a $10.00 cancellation fee for each cycle. Cancellation for any cycle must be
made in writing by filling out a Switching Form two weeks prior to each cycle.

We ask that all payments are paid on time. We try our best to accommodate everyone,
however i f payments are not received as due, yo
cancellation for that camp cycle.

There is ONLY a one day grace period (Tuesday, after the Monday due date) to ensure a
reservation for your child and to make that late payment of $30. If payment and late fee are
not paid by Tuesday (2 weeks prior to camp cycle) your child may lose their reservation for
that cycle. The $30 late fee is per child (per week of camp).
